Sweet Water Announces 2011 Water Quality Mini-Grant Program

Sweet Water’s mini-grant program will provide grants of $1,000 - $4,000 to established non-profit organizations, community and civic groups for projects or activities which advance the objectives of Sweet Water – to achieve healthy and sustainable water resources.  

This year Sweet Water is targeting only projects located in either the Kinnickinnic or Menomonee River watersheds.   With this 2011 focus, Sweet Water hopes to advance work in watersheds with adopted Watershed Restoration Plans and Implementation Plan priorities. Given the limited dollars available, private businesses and units of government are not eligible for 2011 mini-grant funding.  

The goal of the Water Quality Mini-Grant Program is to support local, grassroots efforts that employ green infrastructure practices and water quality-related activities that will improve water quality, enhance conservation, restore habitat or educate people about these issues and associated stewardship actions.
